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I’ve found a great source for images that will allow even a complete beginner to create
amazingly stunning covers in less than ten minutes.

The site is Fotolia.com and although the images are not free that are very cheap.

The key to using Fotolia.com is to do keyword searches using what I call “mood words”
for lack of a better term.

Let’s just go with “witch.”

Go to Fotolia.com and use the search tool to search for the keyword: witch
