Be a Good Neighbor, Shovel Your Snow & Salt Your Walkways

Sadly, in Michigan you don't have to be a good neighbor. In slip and fall cases concerning Black Ice the victim almost always

loses in a court of law. Under Michigan Law landowners are duty bound to protect pedestrians on their property from an
unreasonable risk of injury caused by dangerous conditions. Unfortunately, there is an exception to this rule. It's called the open
and obvious doctrine. In other words, if it rained early in the day, and the temperature fell below freezing later on that day. You
should know, it's obvious, ice would form. Therefore, it's your duty to keep yourself safe by being on the lookout. In Michigan
even invisible Black Ice is protected by the Courts. In the Slaughter vs. Blarney Castle Oil Company case, the Michigan Court of
Appeals stated: Black Ice can be construed as open and obvious if there is "evidence that the black ice in question would have
been visible on casual inspection before the fall." Or, another "indicia of a potentially hazardous condition." In Michigan, we must
BE ALERT while walking and driving in suspected icy conditions. Many of us are home and business owners. If we are good
neighbors our brethren will be safe and injury free. Look out for the other guy. Maintain your property. Shovel snow. Then salt.

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THE MURDER OF KYLEE CLARK
Family Called Children's Protective Services,
After a Brief Investigation they Did N othlng

Olivia Averhart, the sister of accused murderer Vangie
Averhart looked upon her niece Kylee Clark and she didn't like
what she saw. Olivia noticed Kylee trapped behind a locked
door, wearing clothes too small, her hair unkempt, and
appearing to be malnourished. Based upon what she saw
Olivia knew that her niece needed immediate help so she
contacted the State of Michigan's Department of Health and
Human Services. In June of this year the State responded by
sending Alex Filimon of Child Protective Services (CPS) to
investigate. By July, just a month later, Kylee Clark was dead.

When Alex Filimon of CPS closed the case Kylee's maternal
grandmother Vivian Averhart was dumbfounded. I truly did
not understand why he didn't escalate this matter. When he

The prosecution feels differently than Vivian Averhart. The
only person charged in the murder of Kylee was her daughter
Vangie. Not Arquette. Even still, Vivian wonders why CPS
closed Kylee's case and she wants answers to these questions:
-Why didn't CPS escalate this matter?

-Why did CPS close the case so soon knowing that Kylee was
non-verbal and had bruising injuries on her body?

-Why didn't CPS confiscate the lock from Kylee's door?
(Kilimon removed the lock, but did not take it with him.
Somebody in the home put it back on the door after he left).
Those questions may never be answered. At least not publicly. §
CPS stresses confidentiality and does not speak to the press.
On the other hand, they could honor a still grieving Ms.
Averhart and answer her questions concerning her
granddaughter. Was CPS derelict of duty concerning the Kylee
Clark case? The Monthly Standard (TMS) says: YES! A child
died. There was enough credible evidence to escalate the case.

Tax Increment Financing (TIF) in Michigan is a tool for local governments, primarily through Brownfield Redevelopment
Authorities (BRAs) and Downtown Development Authorities (DDAs), to capture future property tax increases (increments) from
redeveloped properties to fund improvements, infrastructure, and revitalization efforts, especially on blighted or underutilized
land, protecting existing tax revenue for schools while stimulating economic growth and housing development. See what's going on
here folks? They are trying to get the government to sanction the demolition of Towers 300 & 400 of the Ren Cen. Normally a
municipality has the idea of redeveloping a dilapidated property for tax purposes. Not a property owner! If that were the case we
would ALL do it.
