This scene of carnage occurred June 20, 1943 on Woodward avenue between Vernor and Napoleon streets. The exact site was

demolished to construct the Fisher freeway. A bridge over the freeway currently occupies the site. The car belonged to a black man.

A white mob pulled him out of his vehicle. Some in the mob concentrated on beating the unidentified man to a pulp. Others in the

mob turned the car upside down and set it on fire. The picture clearly shows probable riot participants watching the blaze in the

background as fire fighters prepare to douse the flames. Vernor street still exists. What used to be Napoleon street is now the

westbound Fisher freeway service drive. The racial violence in Detroit lasted for three days but the racial disdain has never truly

ended. Has it? Eighty years later Detroit, Michigan is the most segregated metro area in the USA. Therefore, nothing has changed.

Most Metro Detroiters Have Never Heard Of
According to their website, "New Detroit" bills itself as a "A Racial Justice Organization." New Detroit was formed in response to the

civil unrest of 1967. That means New Detroit has been a part of Detroit for over 55 years. What are their accomplishments? I could

not find anything significant. That's not good. New Detroit has had no impact on my life, or the lives of my friends whatsoever. My

children went to school in metropolitan Detroit. They also have never heard of "New Detroit." The same is true for my high school

age grandchildren. For years, Detroit has been the most segregated city in America. Racial issues still occur in Detroit everyday.

Mostly between Blacks and merchants of Middle Eastern descent. I recently witnessed a fight between a merchant and a customer

at a gas station on Schaefer between Lyndon and Fenkell. The customer came into the business yelling about being shorted four

cents on his gas. He said: "What are you gonna do, lock me in?" (Referring to the recent shooting on McNichols). He left, but soon

returned. He continued yelling and began knocking over snack displays. The merchant rushed out from behind his bulletproof

protected enclave and physically encountered the customer. The fight was on. I left the gas station and started pumping my gas.

Shortly thereafter the berated customer left the gas station. Isolated incidents like this happen all the time in Detroit. Segregation

is a major issue in Detroit. Why doesn't our home grown civil rights organization address it? The Monthly Standard wants to know:

WHAT IS THE TRUE PURPOSE OF NEW DETROIT? Maybe, just maybe their job is to stay under the radar. It seems they DO NOT

want to Rock the Boat. According to ProPublica in 2021 New Detroit CEO Michael S. Rafferty was paid $175,150 and COO Jodee

Raines was paid $122,475. (Good money if you can get it). New Detroit is funded by: The Skillman Foundation, AAA, Taubman, DTE

Energy Foundation, Fifth Third Bank, Ralph Wilson Jr. Foundation, Hudson Webber Foundation, The Ford Motor Company,

Gardner White Furniture, Enterprise Car Rental, Huntington Bank, Community Foundation of Southeast Michigan, and The

Kresege Foundation. The firms listed are not stalwarts of civil rights. Profit is their primary concern. Similarly, public policy is the

focus of the listed Foundations. The executives at New Detroit Incorporated (NDI) work for their benefactors. Virtually nobody in

the metro area knows of the existence of NDI. What message does that send? Detroit's business community wants to keep Detroit

the way it is: SEGREGATED. In April 2023, The Monthly Standard (TMS) requested an interview with COO Jodee Raines. Her

response was to take a defensive stance. She obviously viewed TMS as hostile because she had their PR firm contact us. First of all,

a civil rights organization should never have, or need, a PR firm. (The email I sent Jodee is below). Here's the bottom line on New

Detroit Incorporated. As stated, hardly anybody in metro Detroit know they exist. Guess what? THEY DON'T CARE! It doesn't take

much to pacify their coffers. NDI executives stay under the radar and produce uninspiring content. For example, last year NDI

promoted a campaign called "Just Lead." For months they have posted videos from that series on YouTube. I saw one video with 86

views. Many of their videos are under 10 views. One video had zero views. We'd like to help. We posted two of their videos on our

website. Still, Rafferty and Raines earn six figure salaries doing virtually nothing at Detroit's homegrown civil rights organization.

There has to be a catch. We tried to find out, but they will not answer. This article is not designed to besmirch NDI. Not at all.

We merely want to know why a firm that bills itself as a civil rights organization seemingly does not desire to be a known entity?
