Detroit gains thousands of new residents for 3rd straight
year, according to latest US Census Bureau estimate

-US Census data shows Detroit gained 5,060 residents since May 2025 estimate

-Detroit’s gain in residents leads all Michigan communities and one-year growth rate exceeds Michigan’s overall growth rate.

-Detroit is one of only three cities in Wayne County to grow since 2020

-Mayor Sheffield says her focus is continuing Detroit population growth trend through added housing units, as well as

resident retention and attraction efforts.
DETROIT, MI - The City of Detroit led all communities in Michigan in population growth in 2025 and now has seen three
consecutive years of growth following six decades of annual decline, Mayor Mary Sheffield said today. Sheffield said that the new
U.S. Census Bureau population estimate released today shows Detroit’s with a total 649,095 residents, a gain of 5,060 from last
year’s estimate. Grand Rapids was second behind Detroit in growth, adding 1,700 new residents since last May’s population
estimate. Detroit’s growth rate eclipsed that of the State of Michigan over the past year. Since the Census estimate released one
year ago, Detroit grew by 0.8%, whereas the State of Michigan as a whole grew by 0.28%. Detroit also is just one of three
communities in Wayne County to have seen its population grow since 2020. According to the Census Bureau. The others are Canton
Township and Sumpter Township.

Sheffield said that three consecutive years of robust population growth shows Detroit has become a city where longtime residents
want to stay and others want to move. The Mayor added that Detroit increasingly is seen as a city of opportunity. “I met a young
woman the other day who just recently moved to Detroit from Memphis and before that had lived in Atlanta,” Mayor Sheffield
said. “Historically, those have been cities that longtime Detroiters have left for, not the other way around. She told me she chose
Detroit because she had been hearing such good things about it and saw it as a great place for opportunity and she’s thrilled with
the choice she made.”

Census Bureau now counts residential units in vacant rehabs

In May 2024, Detroit saw its first increase in population since 1957 — a rise of 3,233. That was followed in 2025 by an increase of
6,583 new residents. This year’s increase of 5,060 brings the three-year total of nearly 15,000. Sheffield added that much of
Detroit’s population growth has been fueled by added housing units in what previously had been abandoned homes and apartment
buildings. Prior to a successful challenge by the City of Detroit, abandoned buildings that were renovated as new residential units
were not counted as such by the Census Bureau, meaning the occupants were not reflected in population estimates.

The Mayor made her announcement in front of the former Higginbotham school in the Garden Homes neighborhood near
Wyoming and 8 Mile. The vacant school is now being converted into new residences which, along with two newly construction
apartment buildings on the site, will add 100 more housing units when it opens early next year, thanks to a $35 million investment.
With the tremendous amount of renovation and new construction taking place in Detroit, Mayor Sheffield says she is optimistic
that the growth trend will continue.

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HOWARD "LOUIE BLUIE" ARMSTRONG

haven't stopped. I CAN'T! It's futile. In the opinion of TMS, Ralphe's father, Mr. Howard
(Louie Bluie) Armstrong IS THE BEST MUSICIAN WHO HAS EVER LIVED. In the realm of V2
music & artistic expression, figures like Howard "Louie Bluie" Armstrong stand out for their Howard Armstrong performing at WIBK Tadio in Detroit
contributions and distinct styles. Armstrong, a multifaceted artist, was not only a musician
but also an accomplished painter and storyteller. He gained recognition for his unique blend
of all genres of music made with his personal touch, which captured the essence of America!

The great Howard Armstrong was born in 1909 in Dayton, Tennesee. (Famous for the Scopes
Monkey Trial). Armstrong was raised in a coal boom town, LaFollette, Tennesee. Armstrong
got his nickname in 1932 when an undertakers daughter he was dating said: "I know you're
an Armstrong but you're not Louie Armstrong. You're just plain ole Louie. Louie Bluie, that's
what you are.” The name stuck. Discovering Louie Bluie validates me. I like bluegrass music.

Now I know a Black man Howard (Louie Bluie) Armstrong was playing this genre of music
long before, Bill Monroe, the white man credited with inventing bluegrass.

That's why the people
of Caryville, in Campbell County Tennesee, (an area where less than 1% of the population is
Black) celebrate Howard Armstrong. Yes, his attraction is that profound, and his festival is a
testimony to the power of music. He grew up in the mountains but ended up, seeing and
influencing, the world. Louie Bluie died in 2003. This article is living proof he still leaves an
indelible mark. Calling Howard famous cheats him. He was immortal, peerless, and mythic.

I was trying to listen to his music and write this article. I couldn't. It's impossible. The
mesmerizing way he plays his instrument will draw you in with its hypnotic effect.
Armstrong's intoxicating sound is all consuming. Whether he is playing the fiddle, mandolin,
or anything else. His sound is different. Somehow he reaches a zone reserved for pleasure
and contentment within your being and stays there. It's really kinda cool. During his life
Howard Armstrong was a genius. We at TMS rate him as the greatest communicator in
American history. The man was a true polyglot. He spoke and understood (at least) 7
languages. He played (at least) 22 instruments. He was a storyteller whose yarns had you in
stitches. On top of all that he was a visual artist. His creations replete with intricate patterns
and a vibrant color scheme would shame Picasso. After being enlightened I was ashamed
that I had never heard of Howard Armstrong before. Well, I do now, and so do all of you.

Vangie Averhart is On Trial For

Murdering her Teenaged Daughter

The Kylee Clark case is one of the saddest cases you
will ever read about. Fourteen year old Kylee Clark
was innocence personified. She was autistic and mildly
afflicted with Cornelia de Lange Syndrome. Like most
people with the disorder she had a short stature with
distinctive facial features, including arched eyebrows
and long eyelashes. Some people suffer from seizures
too. Not Kylee. This is important because Kylee's cause
of death was blunt force trauma to the head. Initially,
Kylee's mother (Vangie Averhart) and her boyfriend
(Daniel Arquette) were briefly jailed but soon released
due to a lack of evidence. A few months later, after the
Wayne County Medical Examiner completed their
investigation, Vangie Averhart was charged with
Felony Murder and Child Abuse. Her trial will begin
on May 18, 2026 at the Wayne County Third Circuit
Court in Detroit.

The Monthly Standard (TMS) has interviewed Vangie
Averhart on several occasions. When TMS asked
Vangie what happened to Kylee, she would mutter: "I

don't remember. It happened so fast." When pressured w4
by her mother (Vivian Averhart) to tell the truth, ok Do & i
Vangie wrote a note implicating Arquette. (Read on - :,,
next page). Before she was arrested, Averhart told

TMS that she has not, and does not, want to
communicate with Daniel Arquette, but Averhart's
relatives told TMS that she spoke to Arquette about
Back to School clothes for his son. Vangie will never
win Mother of the Year. She seems weak. Vangie's
note acknowledges Arquette's rage caused the death of
Kylee. The violent assault on the innocent and
helpless Kylee occurred on July 6, 2025. The 3'9" teen
was in a coma and taken off of life support on July 12,
2025. Kylee Clark was disabled, but healthy. She was
clearly murdered, but, who did it? Vangie Averhart
barely weighs 100 pounds and stands about 4'8". Does
she have the strength to inflict the blunt force trauma
to the head of Kylee Clark to kill her? When entering
the courtroom the aloof Averhart is almost skipping.
To date Averhart hasn't received a psychological exam.

WILL KYLEE CLARK RECEIVE THE JUSTICE SHE DESERVES?

This is a sad story that might not end in a conviction. A trial is supposed to
reveal the truth. Is that happening here? The star witness of the prosecution
does not offer any direct evidence against the defendant. Averhart's defense will
blame Arquette. This trial will be a classic he said / she said. Averhart offered
direct evidence against Arquette but nobody believes her. Her's why. In the
beginning Averhart flip-flopped. She told the police different accounts of the
incident. Why? Was she entranced by Arquette? If she was, how could she be so
stupid?

(Kylee died on July 12) In reality the prosecutor was waiting for the completed
autopsy report. It came on October 1, 2025. Vangie Averhart was arraigned on
October 27,2025. When Daniel was not arrested with Vangie. Vivian Averhart
figured the prosecutor had slam dunk evidence against Vangie. The preliminary

exam proves they don't. Arquette testified that he did not hear anything unusual
the day Kylee was beaten. Arquette claims he went to the back bedroom of his
small bungalow to change clothes. He said his dog was barking. The next thing
he heard was Vangie Averhart yelling his name. Arquette said he used his finger
to get food out of Kylee's mouth and started to perform CPR.

Or, is Vangie Averhart a
deranged manic who is truly guilty of filicide? Did the Wayne County Prosecutor
drop the ball and charge the wrong person? Is Daniel Arquette the puppet
master who told Averhart to take the rap and he'll make sure she gets off? If
that's true it might work because Arquette offers zero direct evidence against
Averhart. Kylee Clark was an innocent, vibrant, and beautiful soul who was
violently taken out of this world far too soon. Stay. TMS will keep you informed.
