He was a member of the famed Production Line which

featured himself, Sid Abel and Gordie Howe. The Detroit Red Wings from that era were a team

of All-Stars. Only one man was chosen to lead them as captain. It was Ted Lindsey. Terrible

Ted Lindsey was tough! He led the Red Wings to FOUR Stanley Cup championships. Lindsey

is also a member of the Hockey Hall of Fame. Here's another important similarity. Bruce

Norris and Ted Lindsey were friends. No doubt about it. Bruce was born in 1924. Ted was born

in 1925. They were contemporaries born in the same era that saw things, almost, the same

way. Player, Ted, wanted a players union. Owner, Bruce, did not. Ted was stripped of his

captaincy and shipped off to the Chicago Black Hawks. End of story. Right? WRONG!

As stated, Ted Lindsey and Bruce Norris were friends. That's why Ted was brought back to

Detroit to finish his playing career, as he should, as a member of the Detroit Red Wings. There

were no hard feelings. THESE WERE MEN! In the 1977-78 season, Ted Lindsey became GM of

the Red Wings. After missing the playoffs the previous nine seasons, the team Ted

constructed actually made the playoffs. The Red Wings won an unforgettable playoff series

against the Atlanta Flames when Bill Lochead scored late in the third period at the Olympia.

For his efforts Ted Lindsey won the NHL's Executive of the Year Award. The Wings did not

make the playoffs in the 1978-79 season. Entering the 1979-80 season, Ted named himself the

head coach of the team. The Red Wings missed the playoffs again after the 1979-80 season.
